Prince George’s County has received approximately
$2.3 million dollars of American Rescue Plan Act
(ARPA) funding to complete a flood hazard assessment
and mitigation study for identified watersheds to:

1. identify areas prone to flooding and assess current
and future flooding vulnerabilities by developing
watershed-scale models, and;

2. recommend measures to reduce flooding impacts
to the watershed communities, through
infrastructure solutions (e.g., storage, bridges,
culverts, buildings) and natural system solutions.

LEGISLATION: CB-014-2022

Food service businesses shall provide accessory disposable
food service ware only upon request by the customer or at a
self-serve station. Take-out or delivery orders shall not include
accessory disposable food service ware unless specifically
requested by the customer in person, on the phone, or online.

Customers will have to verbally request that they want single-use items or select items from self-service bins
instead of having them automatically included with a food order.

Pavement Management

DPW&T uses a Pavement Assessment Management
System (PAMS) methodology to evaluate asphalt
condition. Staff then develops a list of roads to
receive a resurfacing treatment. The goal is to
apply the right surface treatment at the right time
based on the results of the overall pavement
evaluation. Prince George’s County makes an
effort to utilize preservation treatments to extend Fair condition PCI = 55-70
the service life of streets throughout the county.
Examples of pavement preservation techniques

include: Needs Significant Work PCI =
Crack Seal <55

Slurry seal
Asphalt Cut and Patch
Pothole Repairs

Good Condition PCIl = >70

Pavement Management

 The County schedules pavement
maintenance three years in advance.
Schedules are based on asphalt
conditions and funding availabillity.

Pavement Management

« Survey vehicle drives every County
maintained road

« Collects data and photographs which
are used to update the PAMS database

« Survey vehicle takes scans of the road
every 50 feet and can detect cracks as
small as one mm in width

« The latest scan of County roads was
completed in March of 2023 and we are
currently analyzing the PCI of every
county roadway. This will be completed Pavement Survey Vehicle
by end of the year.



Sidewalk Management

« DPW&T created a sidewalk layer in
2014 to look for sidewalk gaps. This
did not analyze condition, only
Inventory.

« DPW&T will be begin a sidewalk
Inventory assessment in 2024 to
analyze sidewalk condition, ADA
compliance, and gap analysis.

« Other DPWT assets to be captured

Include pavement marking, Sidewalk Analysis
streetlights, traffic signs, and traffic Vehicle
signals



Concrete Management

» DPWA&T is conducting an in-depth review of

every outstanding 311 request for concrete
repairs

» Additional contractor resources have been
added to address outstanding requests,
Including a contract with Precision Concrete
Cutting (PCC)

» OHM will oversee the PCC contract which will
address trip hazards of two inches or less

» Additional funding will be required. Upon
completion of sidewalk inventory analysis, a
value can be determined.
