Lead Law Compliance Checklist

Pursuant to Title 1, Subtitle 5 of the Local Government Article, before a local government authorizes or certifies residential
property to be rented or leased, the owner of the residential property shall state in writing to the local government under penalty
of perjury:

A. That the residential property is not a rental property constructed prior to 1978 (“Affected Property”); or

B. That the residential property is an Affected Property that has been registered and for which the registration
has been renewed in accordance with 8§ 6-811 and 6-812 of the Environment Article; and

C. If the property is an Affected Property, provides the inspection certificate number for the inspection
conducted for the current tenancy as required under §§ 6-815(c), 6-817(b), or 6-819(e) of the Environment
Article.

Only rental properties that
have a valid “lead free” or “limited lead free” certificate are exempt from registration and certificate at turnover provisions of
the law.
